►COURSE INSTRUCTION TYPES 
 

Shasta College courses are available in various formats, ranging from traditional 
classroom settings to Internet-based varieties.  Internet courses typically offer 
greater flexibility for students’ schedules.  Contrary to some beliefs, however, 
Internet-based courses are not easy.  These courses require a well disciplined, 
motivated student with computer skills; familiarization with the Internet; a reliable 
computer; and a high-speed Internet connection. 
 

FACE-TO-FACE 
Courses held in a traditional format.  Course days and times are scheduled, and the student 
must attend class. 
 

ITV (Interactive Television) 
Courses using two-way interactive video technology.  Course days and times are scheduled, 
and the student must attend class.  The course may originate from the Shasta College main 
campus, or from one of the Extended Education campuses, with real time delivery.  Students 
are able to fully interact with the instructor  and other students. 
 

WEB ENHANCED 
Courses meeting face-to-face AND which utilize the Internet to augment course materials.  
Course days and times are scheduled, and the student must attend class.  No class hours are 
scheduled to be replaced by online time.   
 

HYBRID 
Courses meeting face-to-face for a certain number of instructional hours AND a portion of the 
required instructional hours is conducted online.  Students MUST access online materials to 
successfully complete course requirements.  These courses are listed with the fully online 
courses beginning on page 33.  Days and times of actual face-to-face meetings are shown, 
followed by “+ INTERNET.”   

ONLINE 
Courses requiring all class content, activities, and interaction be done online.  Students MUST 
access online materials to successfully complete course requirements.  Fully online courses 
are listed as “INTERNET.”
